FOREWORD

The Family Library

A home without books is like a house without
windows; no man has the right to bring up
children without books to surround them.

—H. W. Beecher.

N the education of their children, reading
becomes the first problem of many parents.
It is without doubt a serious difficulty in the life
of the child, and where necessary must be tackled
with a determination born of conviction. There
is a time limit within which the mechanics of
reading should be learnt, and neglect during this
period may have serious consequences. Few
parents are unaware of this danger, however, so
it is unnecessary to stress its importance. On the
other hand, we fear that a more intelligent
approach to the cultivation of habits of reading
is needed: and it is undeniable that parents
possess the greatest power to influence their
children in this matter.

The beginner having conquered the initial diffi-
culties of reading is attracted by books of wonder
—windows that let him see into the world of
fantasy and heroism, where good and evil are
sharply defined. As he passes through the teen-
age period to manhood, he becomes increasingly
aware of the mind and artistic ability of the author
and more interested in real life.

If parents wish to achieve anything they must
critically assess their own way of life rather than
that of their children. Does the family library
occupy an honoured position in the home? Has
each book been read by one if not both of the

partners? A good book in order to be appreciated
properly must be discussed. The most conclusive
proof of education in a household is that its books
grow old gracefully while showing the gentle
marks of frequent use.

While the family library may not contain
exhaustive material in all branches of knowledge,
it should introduce as many as possible. It must
provide a safe refuge for the doubtful, curious,
bored or tired mind. By its carefully chosen
standards we learn to cast a critical eye on all
aspects of life. For the student it is the apéritif
to research in the school and public library. It
is not too much to expect that the family library
will provide for the teen-ager his first glimpse
into the world of literary greats, whose names
should in truth become familiar in every house-
hold.

Are parents to-day somewhat negligent in this
matter of reading? We fear that such is the case.
The tender minds of children cannot be moulded
by unvalued television or cinema entertainment
nor by frivolous chatter regarding daily events.
How many family libraries are little more than
ornaments whose leather covers are touched only
by the soft rub of the duster! Does your child
delight in exploring the libraries of your friends?

Let us then rejoice, or let us begin.

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THE LATE T. A. OROURKE

BELLOC, whose aggressive prose and poig-
nant verse nourished my student years,
was long haunted by the fear that he would
be “alone at the end”. His sombre foreboding
I begin to appreciate as time in its inexorable
passage removes, one by one. the friends that
made our youth and manhood glad. Among
the men that I was very happy to number
among my friends and very sad to lose was
the late Tom O'Rourke.

For the last six years I spent in Dublin,
before I came out here to South Africa, he
was a fellow member of the teaching staff
of De La Salle College; and a memory which
I particularly cherish of those years is the
very lively, very sociable, Common Room
where all the masters, whether lay or religious,
would foregather for company and conversa-
tion, and sometimes for work, in the intervals
between classes. There we all contributed
our quota to all kinds of discussions “de omni
re scribili et de nonnullis aliis”. Tom loved
these pleasant interludes and was a sort of
patriarchal figure in our midst. I have often
thought that much of the real life and
character of a school could be inferred from
the spirit of its Common Room.

But long before he joined the staff of
Churchtown I had known Tom O’'Rourke by
reputation. My work brought me into contact
with many men who had been pupils of his
in Synge Street Christian Brothers” School,
and with many teachers who had come under
his guidance when they were students at
University College. They spoke of him with
admiration and affection, recalling what an
inspiration in their lives his teaching, recalling
what an inspiration in their lives his teaching
of English and of Irish Literature had been,
and how he communicated not only knowledge
but also vision.

I remember his visits to the School to super-
vise the teaching practise of the student-
teachers from University College, how
interested he was in their progress, how en-
couraging, and how inspiring. I noticed the
old-world courtesy with which he treated the
School authorities. He was scrupulously careful
that his visits of supervision should cause the
minimum interference with school routine. He
came and went punctually and unobtrusively,
was most grateful when forewarned of any
changes in the time-table, or when offered

some special accommodation or adjustment to
facilitate his work; and though very sociable
in disposition, and a lover of conversation, he
would never linger once his task of super-
vision was done.

His university work thus made him familiar
with De La Salle College in its early years,
long before he himself came to its teaching
staff. He was most interested in our early
struggles to establish ourselves, to create a
distinctive identity, and to build up a sound
tradition. He was appreciative of any success
that came our way, whether it was scholastic,
athletic or social. With the passage of the
years, and reflecting on his own considerable
experience, he was increasingly convinced
that a good school was much more than a
unit of masters and scholars efficiently orga-
nised to produce success in public examina-
tions. He had himself been eminently successful
in preparing boys for public examinations, but
he did not succumb to the notion that such
success was synonomous with education.
Again, he was unhappy at the tendency,
probably inevitable, of schools to grow larger
and larger, so that personal contacts and in-
timacy of relationships grew less and less
possible. He often remarked to me how im-
pressed he was by the fact that in Churchtown
